INSTRUMENT AMENDING THE CONSTITUTION OF THE INTERNATIONAL
TELECOMMUNICATION UNION (GENEVA, 1992)

(Amendments adopted by the Plenipotentiary
Conference (Kyoto, 1394))

PART . Foreword

By virtue of and in implementation of the retevant provisions of the Constitution of the
International Telecommunication Union (Geneva, 1992), in particular those in Article 55
thereof, the Plenipotentiary Conference of the International Telecommunication Union
(Kyoto, 1994) has adopted the following amendments to the said Constitution:

ARTICLE 8 (CS)

Plenipotentiary Conference

t)  consider the reports by !he Council on the activities of the Union
since the previous Plenapotenhary Conference and on the strategic
policy and planning of the Union;

i) consider and adopt, if appropriate, proposals for amendments to
this Constitution and the Convention, put forward by Members of
the Union, in accordance with the provisions of Arlicle 55 of this
Constitution and the relevant provisions of the Convention,
respectively;

3. Exceptionally, in the interval betwée_n two ordipary Plenipotentiary
Conferences, it shall be possible to convene an extraordinary Plenipotentiary
Conference with a restricted agenda to deal with specific matters:

2} by adecision of the precedmg ordinary Plenipotentiary
Conference;

b)  should two-thirds of the Members of lhe Union mdwndually so
request the Secretary-General;

¢}  atthe proposal of the Council with the approval of at least two-
thirds of the Members of the Union.
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ARTICLE 9 (CS)

Principles Concerning Elections and Related Matters

MOD . 62 b) the Secretary-General, the Ceputy Secretary-General, the Directors of
the Bureaux and the membe:s of the Radio Ragulations Board shall be
elected among the candidales proposed by Members as their nationals
and shall alt be nalionals of different Members. and at their election due
consideration should be given to equitable geographical distribution
amongst the regions of the world; as far as the elected officials are
concerned, due consideration should also be given 1o the principles

. embodied in No. 154 of this Constitution;

MOD 63 . ¢)  the members of the Radio Regulations Board shall be elacted in their
individual capacity; each Member may propose only one candidata.

expiry of the six-month’period referred to in Nos. 161 or 162 above.
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PART il. Date of Entry into Force

The amendments contained in the present instrument shall, as a whole and in the form of
one single instrument, enter into force on 1 January 1996 between Members being parties to the
‘Constitution and the Convention of the International Telecommunication Union (Geneva, 19852),
and having deposited before that date their instrument of ratification, acceptance or approval
of, or accession to, the present instrument.
