No 1(IT) of 1998

A LAW TO PROVIDE FOR THE BUDGET OF THE REPUBLIC IN RESPECT
OF THE FINANCIAL YEAR ENDING THE THIRTYIRST DAY OF
DECEMBER, IN THE YEAR ONE THOUSAND NINE HUNDHED

* AND NINETY- EIGHT

WHEREAS under Paragraph 1 of Article 167 of the Consmutton a Budget of the Repubhc
has been prepared in respect of the financial year ending on the 31st December 1998 and
approved by the Council of Ministers as therein provided.

AND WHEREAS a sum not exceeding four hundred and ninenty six milﬁon, five hundred
and sixty-four thousand, seven hundred and fifty-four pounds has to be charged on the
Consolidated Fund for the service of the twelve months ending the thirty-first day of December,
1998 as provided by the Constitution or Law.

- AND WHEREAS it is necessary to make provision for such expenses of the Government
of the Republic for the year ending the 31st day of December, 1998, as are not already lawfully
provided for or shall not hereafter be pravided for by the Constitution or any Law.

AND WHEREAS it is necessary to make provision for the creation of certain new posts
and the abolition of certain existing posts. -

Be it enacted by the H@use of Representatives as follows :—
1. This Law may be cited as the Budget Law, 1998.

2. In addition to the sums already lawfuly appropriated to the service of the Republic or
which may be hereafter lawfully appropriated thereto and which are charged on the Consolidated
Fund of the Republic, there shall be issued and applied to the service of the twelve months ending
the thirty-first day of December, 1998, out of the Consolidated Fund of the Republic any sum not
exceeding the sum of one billion and eleven million, six hundred and sixty-two thousand, eight
hund‘d'ed and twenty-seven pounds for defraying the charge of the Government of the Republic for
such period.

3. The sum granted by section 2is appropriated for the services and purposes expressed in
the Tables of Expenditure set out in the First Schedule.

4.—(1) Subject to the provisions of the first proviso, so long as the aggregate expenditure for
the services and purposes specified and referred to under separate subheads in the First Schedule
respectively is not made to exceed the aggregate sums dppropriated by this Law for those

- services and purposes respectively, any surplus arising on any subhead for those services and
. purposes, ether by saving of expenditure on that subhead or on account of the sum voted for such

subhead being in excess of the amount actually required and spent under this Law in respect of -
that subhead may, with the sanction of the Council of Ministers, be applied and spent in making up
a deficiency m the sums spent for any other subhead under the same head of the First Schedule:
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Provnded that any saving on subheads 050, 100, 201 and 210 under each head of the
First Schedule cannot be applied and spent in making up a deficiency in the sums spent for any of
the said subheads or for any other subhead under the same head and no saving on any other
subhead of the same head can be applied and spent in maklng up a deficiency in the sums spent
tor any of the aforesaid subheads

Provided further that any saving caused by omission to perform any service or purpose
shall not be regarded as a saving for the purpose of this section.

(2) A statement showing all cases in which the sanction of the Councit of Ministers has

been given under sub-section (1) and showing the circumstances under which such sanction was

iven shall be laid, within one month of the date of such sanction, before the House.of
epresentatives. .

(3) Any excess of votes in contravention of the procedure prescribed in sub-sections (1)
and (2) is deemed as not legally made and the controlling officers of the votes under which the
excessdhas been made are held personally liable for any excess expenditure incurred or to be
incurre:

5.— (1) There are created in the Ministries, Departments or Independent Offices set out in
the first column of the First Part of the Second Schedule, the new posts set out in the second
column of the said Part, the number of which is set out in the third column of the said Part and the
salary tpl ;ﬂhich is specified in the fourth column of the said Part opposite each such post
respectively.

(2) Any person appointed in ‘any new post created under this section may be
interchangeable if and when the law so provides.

(3) The posts set out in the Second Part of the Second Schedule are hereby abolished.

6. The Officers set out in tm Third Schedule are defined as the Offlcers in control of
expenditure votes.

7. Al terms, titles of Posls or any other terminology used in the Schedules to this Law,
including their enghsh translation, cannot be amended or altered in any other way, without the
amgndment of this Law.
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
