Protocoal No. 13 to the Convention for the Protection of
Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms, concerning the
abolition of the death penalty in all circumstances

[Vilaius, 3.V.2002)

“The mamber States of the Council of Burope kignatory hereto,

Convineed that cveryone’s xighl to life is a basic valuc in 2 democratic socicty and that the
abolitian of the death penalty is cssential for the protection of this right and for the full
recognition of the inhereat f:lignityof all human beings;

Wishing; to strengthen the protection of the right to life guarantoed by the Conveation for the
. Protectisn of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms signed at Rome on 4 November 1950
(hereinzfler referred 1o as *the Convention™); :

Noting :hat Protocol No. 6 (o the Convention, conceming the Abolition of the Death Penalty,
signed at Strasbourg on 28 April 1983, doces not exclude:-the death penalty in respect of acts
commitxd in timo of war or of immincat threat of war;

Being resolved to take the finel sicp in order to abolish the death penalty in all circumstances,

Have agreed as follows:
Article 1 — Abolltion of the death penslty
Tho death penalty shall be abolished. No one shall be condemned to such penalty or exccuted.

Artlelc 2 — Prohibition of derogations

No deragation from the provisions of this Protocol shall be mede under Aricle 1S of the
Convenlion. i :

Article 3 ~ Probiblton of reservatlons

No rese:vation may be made under Article 57 of the Convention in respect of the provisians of
this Proocol. '

Article 4 — Territorial application.

1 Any Statc may, ot the time of signature or when depositing ifs instrument of ratification,
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m:ccplmcc or ﬁpprovni, specify the tertilory or tomitories to which this Protocol shall apply.

2 Anv Stotc may af any later datc, by a declaration addrossed to the Scerctary General of the -
Council of Europe, cxtead the apphcabon of this Protocol to any other.(crritory specified in the
declaration. In respect of such tetitory the Protacol shall enter iato force on the first doy of the.
~month following:the éxpization of a period-of tirce months after the date of reccipt of such
declaration by the Secretary General.

3 Anvdcclaration made under the two preceding paragraphs may, in respect of any teitory
specificd in such declaration, be withdrawn or modified by a notification addressed to the
Sccretaly General. The withdrawal or modification shall become cffective on the first day of’
the manth following (he oxpiration of a period of three months after the dalc of receipt of such
notification by the Secrctary General.

Artlcle S - Relationship to the Canveation

As betvreen the States Partics the provisions of Articles 1 to 4 of this Protocol shall be -
regardal as additional articles wo the Convention, and all the provisions of the Convention
shall ap>ly accordingly. -

Article 6 — Sfgnature and ratification

“This Pwtocol shalt be open for signaturc by member States of the Council of Burope which
have signed the Convention. It is subject lo ratification, acceptanco or approval. A member
State o the Council of Burope may not ratify, accept or epprove this Protacol without .

. previously or simultancously ratifying the Convention, Instrumicnts of ratificalion, acceplance
or appraval shall be deposited with the Secretary Geaeral of the Council of Europe.

Artlcle 7— Entry ldto force

1 This Protocol shall enter into foxcc on (ho first day of the month following the cxpiration
of a pesiod of threc months after the datc on which ten member States of the Council of

Bumpc have expressed their consent to bo bound by the Protocal in accordance with the
provisicns of Articlo 6.

2 Inrespect of nnj member State which subscquently expresses its consent to be bound by

it, the Protocol shall enter into foree on the first day of tho month following the expiretion of 2

period ¢f three months uncr the date of the deposit of the instrument of ratification, acceptance
or spprcval.

Article 8 — Depositary functions

The Scerctary General of the Councd of. Eumpc shall notify all the member States of the
Council of Europe of:

a  any signalure; -
b the dcposit of any instrument of ratification, accepiance or approval;

¢ any datc of enury into force of this Protocol in accordance with Asticles 4 and
7; -

d  any olhcr act, notification or communication relating to this Protocol.
