Affairs of the Republic of Cyprus and has the honour to refer to its note No. 46/06
of 29 September 2006 regarding the contribution of maritime assets by Denmark to .
the United Nations- Interim Fosce in Lebanon (UNIFIL) implementing Secusity
‘Council resolution 1701 of 11 August 2006. . o -

. 'The Royal Danish Embassy has the honout to propose on behalf of the Government
of Denmark that in replacement of the earlies proposed text the below Agreement be
‘concluded on the right of presence of military and civilian Danish pezsonnel and -
other employees of the Kingdom of Denmask in the sovereign tersitory of the
"Republic of Cyprus, the sailing of vessels in territorial watess, and the use of aitspace

and roads by aitcraft and ground vehicles undex the following conditions:

1. The designation. “Danish personnel” means all military and civilian Danish
peisonnel and other employees of the Kingdom of Denmark staying in the
soveteign territory of the Republic of Cyptus in- connection with the-
execution of this' Agreement with the consent of the povernrhent of the

- Republic of Cyprus. ' : :

2. Danish personnel may eater and leave the Republic of Cyprus using civilian
ot official passposts of ideatity cards in connection with military or official

identity cards as well as stay in the sovereign teritory of the Republic of
Cyprus. . ; : ' —

3. Danish pessonnel 'shall_enjoy. the-freedom-of movement-necessary to-fulfil-
their tasks in the sovereign tetritory of Cyprus. The same shall apply to the
. deployment of vessels, aitceaft and ground vehicles used by Danish petsonnel
ot on behalf of the Kingdom of Deamark. This shall in pasticular include the'
sight to sail in’ tegritorial waters and to usethe sirspace of the Republic of
- Cyprus as well as the right to use ports, aiports and public roads. No feesor
other charges shall be levied for the use of public roads, including beidges, oz
.other traffic facilities. ' . E :

4. I:Taval qualifications and pilot’s licences used by Danish personnel to sail
vessels in the territorial waters of the Republic of Cyprus and .to enter the
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T Repubhc of Cy-prus by aitcraft shall be fully recognised by the authorities of
~the’ Repubhc of Cyprus. Additionally, the diplomatic clearances necessary for
the execution of this Agreement as well as the necessary authorisations shall

" be granted. ‘

-5. Danish personnel shall obsezveﬁnd respect the laws, regulations, customs and -
traditions of the Republic of Cyprus and shall be obliged not to. intefere in
the internal affairs of the Republic of Cyprus.

6. Danish personnel staying in the sovereign temtory of the Republic of Cyprus

. shall be granted the pnvﬂeges and immunities accorded to administrative and

- technical personnel in the Vxenna Convention on Diplomatic Relations of 18
Aptil 1961. :

7. (a) Each government shall waive any and all claims against the other
government of pexsonnel of the other government for bodily injury
(mcludmg death) to its personnel or damage, propesty damage or loss' of

. propetty it-has incurred or ‘might incus if such bodily injury, death ot propesty
damage or loss were caused by actions or omissions of personnel of the other
government in the pesformance of their official duties under this Agreement.

(b) The government of the Republic of Cyprus shall treat and settle in

" .compliance with their laws third-party claims arising within its soveseign
terdtoty as a result of an action or omission of the government of the
Kingdom of Deamack -or-Danish- personnel-in-the -performance’ of their -
official duties under this Agreement that results in injury, death, loss or
property damage; the Government of the Kingdom of Denmark shall pay the
Government of the Republic of Cyprus fair and reasonable compensation in
respect of any such claims.

() The Government of the Kingdom of Denmatk shall endeavour to be of
assistance in the settlement of thi:d—pa.rty claims ‘resulting from actions or
omissions of Danish personnel causing damape, other than in the

. petformdrice of official duties in connection with this Agreement and in
compliance with any decision in respect of such claims.

8. Danish personnel shall be permitted to operate ground vehlcles in the

Republic of Cyprus if they hold valid Danish driving hccnses in connection
with military or ofﬁcxal IDs and passports
