(INCORPORATION) ACT 1968

An Act relating to the Persekutuan Pengakap-Pengakap Malaysia
(or in English, the “Scouts Association of Malaysia”), and other
matters connected therewith.

Short title and application

1. (1) This Act may be cited as the Scouts Association of Malaysia
(Incorporation) Act 1968.

(2) This Act applies throughout Malaysia.

Interpretation
2. In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires —

“Council” means a Council constituted in accordance with the
rules of the Corporation referred to in section 6;

“Ordinance” means —

(a) the Boy Scouts Ordinance 1953 of the Federation of
Malaya [F.M. Ord. No. 60 of 1953];

(b) the Boy Scouts Association Ordinance of Sabah
[Sabah Cap. 17]; or
