AMENDING PROCLAMATION NO. 369 DATED FEBRUARY 13,
1953, BY DECLARING THE LAST WEEK OF FEBRUARY OF EVERY

YEAR, INSTEAD OF THE PERIOD FROM MARCH 15 to 21, AS
PHILIPPINE INDUSTRIAL WEEK

By virtue of the powers vested in me by law, I,
Ramon Magsaysay, President of the
Philippines, do hereby amend Proclamation No.
369 dated February 13, 1953, by
declaring the last week of February of every
year, instead of the period from March
15 to 21, as Philippine Industrial
