The buying and selling of crop seeds shall be in accordance with the following
policies:



1. Registered or accredited members of the Seed Producers Association

Cooperatives, Philippine Seed Industry Association, Inc., shall be given first
priority to supply the required seeds to be procured.




2. Procurement and distribution of seed shall be in accordance with the rules and
regulations of the Commission on Audit (COA).




3. Procure only certified, tagged and sealed seed of accredited producers.



4. Seeds to be procured shall be subjected to laboratory testing and shall meet
the minimum quality standard prescribed by the Seed Certification and Seed
Standard implemented by the Seed Quality Control Services.
