DANGEROUS FIREWORKS (EXEMPTION) (NO. 7) NOTIFICATION 2010

In exercise of the powers conferred by section 9 of the Dangerous Fireworks Act, the
Minister for Home Affairs hereby makes the following Notification:

Citation and commencement

1.—(1) This Notification may be cited as the Dangerous Fireworks (Exemption) (No.
7) Notification 2010.

(2) This Notification shall come into operation on 1st April 2010 and shall remain in
operation until 31st March 2011 (both dates inclusive).

Exemption

2. Section 3 of the Act shall not apply in respect of dangerous fireworks used in a
fireworks display executed by a person specified in Part I of the Schedule (referred to in
this Notification as an exempt person) for or on behalf of any other person in accordance
with the conditions specified in Part II thereof.

PART II
CONDITIONS

1. No fireworks display shall be executed, whether indoors or outdoors, except at any of the
following events:
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a dinner and dance;

a wedding banquet;

a national event;

a musical concert;

a variety show;

a drama;

a magic show;

a celebratory event of a foreign embassy or diplomatic mission;
a trade show;

a road show;

a celebratory event organised at a national level in relation to a significant public event, for
instance, the light up of public roads in relation to a public holiday, the Singapore River
Hong Bao and the New Year countdown;

an event organised at a national level for the promotion of arts, tourism, sports or community
development, for instance, the Singapore Arts Festival;

a significant charity event, for instance, the President’s Challenge;
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
