PATENTS (AMENDMENT) RULES 2006

In exercise of the powers conferred by section 115 of the Patents Act, the Minister for
Law, after consulting with the Intellectual Property Office of Singapore, hereby makes
the following Rules:

Citation and commencement

1. These Rules may be cited as the Patents (Amendment) Rules 2006 and shall come
into operation on 2nd June 2006.
Amendment of rule 41

2. Rule 41 of the Patents Rules (R 1) is amended by inserting, immediately after the
words “New Zealand,” in paragraph (a), the words “Republic of Korea,”.

3. Rule 2 shall not apply to any application for a patent the declared priority date of
which or, if there is no declared priority date, the date of filing of which is a date before
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
