ELECTRICITY (CONTESTABLE CONSUMERS) REGULATIONS 2002

In exercise of the powers conferred by section 41(1) of the Electricity Act, the Energy

and the Arts, charged with the responsibility of the Minister for Trade and Industry,
hereby makes the following Regulations:

Citation and commencement

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Electricity (Contestable Consumers)
