1. This Notification may be cited as the Trade Unions. (Government Officers —
Exemption) Notification

Categories of exempted Government officers and employees

2. With the exception of all members of the Singapore Police Force and the Singapore
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Armed Forces, and subject to paragraph 3, all Government officers and employees are
exempted from section 28(3) of the Trade Unions Act.
Membership of unions

3.—(1) The Government officers and employees exempted under paragraph 2 may
join or be members of a trade union only where the membership of the union is confined
to persons employed by any one or more or all of the following:

(a) the Government;
(b) Government-Aided Schools (non-teaching staff);
(¢) the Board of Commissioners of Currency, Singapore;
(d) the Central Provident Fund Board,
(e) the Civil Aviation Authority of Singapore (CAAS);
(f) the Economic Development Board;
(g) the Institute of Education (non-teaching staff);
(h) the Jurong Town Corporation;
(i) the Monetary Authority of Singapore;
(/) the National Maritime Board;
(k) the National Productivity Board;
(/) the National Theatre Trust;
(m) the National University of Singapore (non-academic staff);
(n) the Rubber Association of Singapore;
(o) the Sentosa Development Corporation;
(p) the Singapore Corporation of Rehabilitative Enterprises (SCORE);
(¢) the Singapore Institute of Standards and Industrial Research (SISIR);
(r) the Singapore Polytechnic;
(s) the Singapore Science Centre;
() the Singapore Sports Council;
(u) the Singapore Tourist Promotion Board;
(v) the Timber Industry Board of Singapore;

(w) the Vocational and Industrial Training Board (non-training staff);
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
