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The Department of Health and Social Services for Northern Ireland, in 
exercise of the powers conferred on it by sections 155A(4) and 159(5) of the 
Social Security Contributions and Benefits (Northern Ireland) Act 1992(a) 
and of all other powers enabling it in that behalf, hereby makes the following 
regulations: 

Citation, commencement and interpretation 
1.-(1) These regulations may be cited as the Statutory Sick Pay 

Percentage Threshold Order 1995 (Consequential) Regulations (Northern 
Ireland) 1995 and shall come into operation on 6th April 1995. 

(2) The Interpretation Act (Northern Ireland) 1954(b) shall apply to these 
regulations as it applies to a Measure of the Assembly. 

Savings in respect of small employers' relief 
2. Notwithstanding the revocation by the Statutory Sick Pay Percentage 

Threshold Order (Northern Ireland) 1995(c) of-
(a) the Statutory Sick Pay (Compensation of Employers) and 

. Miscellaneous Provisions Regulations (Northern Ireland) 1983(d); 
and 

(b) the Statutory Sick Pay (Small Employers' Relief) Regulations 
(Northern Ireland) 1991(e), 

those regulations shall continue to have effect for the purposes of entitling an 
employer to recover an amount of statutory sick pay paid (whether before or 
after 6th April 1995) in respect of any day of incapacity for work before 6th 
April 1995. .
