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—The fact that we can predict eclipses does not mean
that we can predict revolutions.

—Five overlapping sub-systems —science,

technology, economy, politics and general culture—
influence the process of economic growth.

Although each of the five has its own distinctive
features and relative autonomy, it is their
interdependence and interaction which provides
major insights into the processes of ‘forging ahead’,
‘catching up’ and ‘falling behind’ in economic growth.
