Out of 758,394 people aged fifteen years and
over, 716,067 reported that they were able to read
and write. The literacy rate for Nay Pyi Taw Union
Territory is 94.4%, higher than the Union literacy
rate of 89.5%. Literacy rates are higher for males
(98%) than females (91.4%).
