MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
ON ANTARCTIC CO-OPERATION
BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE ARGENTINE REPUBLIC
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF INDIA

The Government of the Argentine Repubhc and the Government of the Republic of
India, hereinafter, “the Parties”,. K

RECALLING that the Parties are both signatories to the Antarctic Treafy and to the
Protocol to the Antarctic Treaty on Environmental Protection;

REAFFIRMING the commitment to jointly contributing to the development
strengthening and promotion of the Antarctic Treaty System;

CONSIDERING that the Antarctic Treaty System accords high priority to international
scientific co-operation;

EXPRESSING THEIR INTEREST in broadening Antarctic co-operation between the
Parties;

AFFIRMING the commitment to promoting co-operative programmes of science,
technology and educational value, concerning the protection of the Antarctic
environment and dependent and associated ecosystems;

TAKING INTO ACCOUNT that the “International Polar Year 2007-2008" will be an
excellent opportunity to develop undertakings on scientific research;

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:
1. The Parties shall promote Antarctic co-operation through their respective official
scientific organisations, the “Direccion Nacional del Antértico” of the Argentine

Republic and the Ministry of Ocean Development of the Republic of India, by means of:

-the exchange of scientific and bibliographical information related to the study of
Antarctica and the surrounding seas;

-opportunities for exchanges of scientists;

-the participation of scientists and technical experts involved in the national
Antarctic programme of one country in the national Antarctic programme of the other;

-joint scientific conferences and workshops;
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~joint scientific publications;
-training of scientific personnel:

-scientific co-operation projects involving the protection of the natural
environment of Antarctica and the Southern Seas

2. Each Party shall bear the costs originated by their respective activities. In the case that
joint activities implying different contributions on account of each Party are undertaken,
the Parties shall agree on the respective financing in each particular case.

3. The “Direccién Nacional del Antértico” and the Ministry of Ocean DeveiOpment shall
be the authorities responsible for the programmes on Antarctic co-operation which may
be agreed upon within the framework of this Memorandum of Understanding.

4. This Memorandum of Understanding shall enter into force on the date of its signature
and shall remain in force for a period of three years, which shall be automatically
extended for another period of three years. After the initial three-year period, either
Party may terminate this Memorandum of Understanding by giving a six months’
written notice in advance to the other Party. ’
