MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING ON
THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE CONSULTATION AND COOPERATION
MECHANISM ON TECHNICAL REGULATIONS, STANDARDIZATION,
CONFORMITY ASSESSMENT AND METROLOGY BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF TURKEY AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF BULGARIA

The Government of the Republic of Turkey and the Government of the Republic of Bulgaria
(hereinafier referred to as “the Parties”) are determined to strengthen the collaboration in the
fields of technical regulations, standardization, conformity assessment, accreditation and
metrology including the activities in the international fora; remove the technical barriers to
trade; enhance the flow of the bilateral trade; maintain their mutual economic and
commercial interests and protect the safety and health of Turkish and Bulgarian consumers.

The Parties take into account that Bulgaria is an EU Member State, as well as that Turkey is
a candidate country and has been barmonizing its technical legislation with that of the EU
and following the conclusion of the harmonization, the two States will be using parallel

technical legislation.

The Parties recognize the importance of harmonization of the national legislation with
international standards and rules as a way to avoid unnecessary obstacles to trade and to
reinforce the operation of the potential in bilateral trade.

In order to proinote the understanding between Turkey and Bulgaria in the fields of
technical regulations, standardization, conformity assessment, accreditation and metrology
and to build a mechanism to prevent technical barriers to trade,

The Parties, without prejudice to their international rights and obligations, have reached an
agreement as follows: :

1. To set up a comprehensive Consultation and Cooperation Mechanism so as to establish a -
smooth channel for technical cooperation, communication and information exchange,

2. To accept this Consultation and Cooperation Mechanism as a collaboration and dialoghe
in areas lying within the respective responsibilities of the Undersecretariat of the Prime
Ministry for Foreign Trade of Turkey and the Ministry of Economy and Energy of Bulgaria,

3. To establish a Coordination Committee, which can call annual meetings to be held in turn
in Turkey and Bulgaria on an irregular time basis, to discuss major concerns and work out

the plan of future cooperation,

4, To set up Contact Points working under the Coordination Committee to examine and
eliminate unnecessary obstacles to trade arising from the preparation, adoption and
implementation of technical regulations, standards and conformity assessment procedures, ~
function as an alert system for the Parties’ technical barriers concerns, handle trade
problems promptly, answer all reasonable enquiries, provide relevant documents, ensure
smooth flow of information and establish coordination among all interested parties,

5. To communicate information in the latest legislation, technical regulations, standards,
conformity assessment procedures, market surveillance, accreditanon und metrology,
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
