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[TRANSLATION – TRADUCTION] 

AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE ARGENTINE REPUBLIC AND THE REPUBLIC OF 
CUBA ON THE RECIPROCAL ABOLITION OF VISA REQUIREMENTS FOR 
HOLDERS OF DIPLOMATIC, OFFICIAL AND SERVICE PASSPORTS 

The Argentine Republic and the Republic of Cuba, hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”, 
with the aim of facilitating travel by their nationals, promoting their bilateral relations and co-
operation in different fields, have agreed as follows: 

Article 1 

Nationals of either of the Parties, holders of valid diplomatic, official or service passports, 
shall be permitted to enter the territory of the other Party and to stay there without a visa for a 
period of up to ninety (90) days. 

Article 2 

1. Nationals of either of the Parties, holders of valid diplomatic, official or service passports, 
as well as family members who form part of their household and who are holders of valid diplo-
matic, official or service passports, who travel to the other Party with the aim of rendering services 
at the respective diplomatic and consular missions, or at international bodies and who have been 
accredited as members of their personnel, shall be permitted to enter and stay without a visa for 
sixty (60) days, during which period they must obtain the necessary documentation and accredita-
tion from the competent authorities of the receiving State. 

2. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the receiving State shall be notified in advance of the 
appointment, arrival and definitive exit, or the cessation of functions of the persons referred to in 
paragraph 1. 

Article 3 

The nationals of each Party, holders of valid diplomatic, official or service passports, shall be 
obliged to respect the other Party’s laws and regulations in force during the entry, stay, transit and 
exit from its territory. 

Article 4 

Both Parties reserve the right to deny entry to persons considered undesirable, or 
who may threaten the public order, public health or national security and, with regard to those 
already in the territory of the receiving State, to reduce their stay without having to justify the 
motives for such a decision. 
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
